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New Church Plant

Dear Friends & Family,

After being here for 8 months, we are amazed at the opportunities God has given
Team Guatemala! We are overseeing the ministry of an orphanage of over 80
abandoned kids. We also have one church plant already started and a feeding center
and another church plant in the process. To God be the glory!

Our first church plant is in a city called
Sumpango. We are excited to partner with a
national pastor, Jorge Paredes, and his family
to reach this city, which is 90% indigenous or
{ Mayan Indian. The Sumpango church was
started in mid-February and is currently
# averaging 60 in attendance. We are currently
meeting in the patio of a home, and space is
very tightt On April 29, we had a high day
with 125 in attendance. Also this past
weekend there were 11 souls saved - 1 in the
Saturday youth service, 1 in the Kids Bible
Club, and 9 more in the Sunday services.
We have just finished buying property and
plan to build both a church building and
Manna Feeding Center this summer.

The Sumpango Church

Our second church plant is in Quetzal. This fast-growing city is located northwest of
the capital and has a population of 140,000 and no Baptist church. We currently have
2 Bible Clubs that meet every Saturday, with about 50 kids attending. As mentioned in
our last letter, we have already purchased property on the main road, and plan to begin
building in the fall. Lord willing, we will hold our first church service in Quetzal in March
2008.

We are currently raising funds for these two projects. Funds for the Sumpango church
are needed in the next few months.... June through July, 2007. Funds for the Quetzal
church are not needed until this fall... October through December, 2007. Please
consider giving toward one or both of these
